Attach theright back panel (3) and left back panel (16) by sliding the left back
panel's (16) edge into the groove of the right back panel (3).
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STEP 2

Attach the left side panel (15) to the left back panel (16) by sliding the left back
panel’'s (16) edge into the groove of the left side panel (15). Repeat the same
procedure to attach theright side panel (4) to the right back panel (3).

STEP 3

Attach the bottom panel (7) to the back panels (3 & 16) and side panels (4 & 15).
Tighten securely with 12 PCS of M6 x 12 Phillips pan head screws (5).

STEP 4

Attach the top panel (1) to the unit. Slide the top panel's (1) edges into the
grooves of the side panels (4 & 15).

Tighten with 8 PCS of M6 x 12 Phillips pan head screws (5).
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STEPS

Install the adjustable feet (6) to the cabinet bottom. Make sure the A sides of

the adjustable feet are facing either towards the back or the front of the cabinet.

Tighten with 16 PCS of M6 x 12 Phillips pan head screws (5).

STEP 6

Attach the wood top (17) to the top panel (1). Place the wood top (17) on top of
the unit. Attach both pieces (1&17) by inserting 4 PCS of M6 x 12 Phillips pan
head screws (5) into the pre-drilled holes underneath the top panel (1). Tighten
securely.

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STEP 7
Insert the hanging hooks of the left door’s (9) hinges (11) into the slots on the
inside of the left side panel’'s (15) front edge. Tighten with 6 PCS of M6 x 12
Phillips pan head screws (5). Repeat the same procedure to install the right
door (8) to theright side panel (4).
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STEP 8

Position a locking hook (10) over the holes located at the top left corner on the
inside of the left door (9). Tighten securely with 2 PCS of M6 x 12 Phillips pan
head screws (5). Repeat the same procedure to install the other locking hook
to theright door (8).

STEP 9

Insert 4 shelf brackets (13) onto the slots on the back panels (3 & 16) and side
panels (4 & 15) at the desired height.

Place the shelf (12) over the shelf brackets (13), and push it down onto the
shelf brackets. Make sure the shelf (12) is properly and safely locked by the
shelf brackets’ upright hooks.

STEP10

Place the cabinet on a flat floor against a wall. Use a power drill to attach
the cabinet to the wall with 2 PCS of M6 x 65 hex tapping screws (20)
through the holes on the back of the top panel (1). Tighten securely. For
safety, the screws shall be drilled into the studs of the wall.

The cabinet is ready for use.
